e Standard Board 1” x 6” x 4’ long

e Standard Board 1” x 10” x 10 1/2” long (for roof)
e 1 3/4” galvanized nails or screws—approx. 20

e 1 3/4” galvanized screw or nail for pivot point—2
e Double-headed Nail for holding door closed—1
